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The research of Old Names of Chietou, Shuishiliao and Tugeku 

Places in Longjing District

Abstract

It originated from the “Lost Tugeku Fourth Village” and the “the 

Port of Tugeku” disappeared on the map of Taiwan drawn in the book 

titled Long Jing Xiang Zhi in the Mazu Pilgrimage Culture of Dadu 

West Castle which is also called Dadu Inferior Castle  that has 

been existing for more than hundred years,. The Research Centre for 

Humanities and Social Sciences subordinated to Academia Sinica has 

found the population records in the west of Tugeku Village registered 

in the Household Survey Data Base during the Japanese Rule when 

they conducted the historical population research project, and it 

is noted that the system of list containing the names of officers in 

were designated there in 1922. Based on the process and history of 

conducted this research for being unable to accept the fact that the 

Tugeku existed once but was considered disappeared in the current 

times.
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In the process of history data collection, we accidentally 

discovered that the 2nd volume of The History of Names of Old Places 

in Taiwan and the Chietou and Shuishiliao in Taichung County 2 , 

12th volume of Dictionary of Names of Places in Taiwan published 

by Taiwan Historica have wrong descriptions. The land of reclamation 

of three different family names Lin, Tai, and Shi, was supposed to 

be the Daduchun Guangai Baishun Village instead of Chietou Village. 

The fountainhead of Daduchun was omitted. During the 7th year to 

44th year of Qianlong Period, Qing Dynasty, Shuishiliao area was got 

traded with land transactions, and thus Shuishiliao area wasn’t the 

Shunzhu Area of Shuili Port during the 53rd year of Qianlong Period, 

Qing Dynasty. All the research data, except Chorography, reasonably 

showed that Shunzhu Area of Shuili Port during the 53rd year of 

Qianlong Period, Qing Dynasty, was situated in the Lishui Village of
