Abstract

Xiu-Lan Gu, born in Shin-chu Shin-pu on 1962, came from a 

Hakka Rural Family. Mrs. Gu joined in textile industry immediately 

after she graduated from Jhao-men Junior High School. During 1977 

to 1980, Mrs. Gu worked at Kun Ching Textile (Ping-zhen), Tai Yuen 

Textile (Chu-pei) and Lien Ming Textile (Ba-de) one after the other, 

then she went to Far-East Textile Shin-pu Factory (as known as Far-

East Chemical Fiber or FET) in June, 1980. Mrs. Gu assisted the 

recovery of the Far-East Chemical Fiber Union after she involved in 

Far-East Chemical Fiber Strike in May, 1989. Mrs. Gu resigned from 

FET in 1993 and started to take part in Labor Party Tao-Chu-Miao 

Labor Service Center. In the same year, she also plunge in 1993 Shin-

chu Local Councillor Election. Mrs. Gu Leave the Center in 1997, and 

served for Ren-ai Senior Citizens' Home. These Interviews with Mrs. 

Gu were focus on her working experience in textile industry during 

late 1970s to 1980. We are especially concerned with tension and 

balance of women between family and working place, and the affects 

of family on strike and labor movement participation.
